
Operation at a glance 
The Langlois mine is located in north west Québec, approximately 50 kilometres north east of the town 
of Lebel-Sur-Quévillon. Breakwater first commenced commercial production at the Langlois Mine in 
July 2007; however, the mine was placed on care and maintenance in November 2008 due to declining 
zinc prices and a lack of development. Nyrstar is planning to restart commercial production in the first 
half of 2012. The Langlois Mine is in a prospective region with promising exploration potential.

In August 2011, Nyrstar successfully completed 
its acquisition of Breakwater Resources, the 
owner of the Langlois mine in Canada. Most 
recently, Langlois was in commercial production 
effective July 1, 2007. On November 2, 2008 
operations were temporarily suspended at the 
Langlois Mine with operations being maintained 
on a care and maintenance basis.  

The Langlois mine is currently being ramped-
up and is expected to commence commercial 
production during H1 2012. In Q4 2011, test 
production was carried out as part of the re-
commissioning and testing of the mill.

Nyrstar plans to increase the rate of mine 
development as it moves toward a production 
restart, planned for the first half of 2012.

OVERVIEW

The mine facilities include a head frame, a paste 
backfill plant, mechanical and electrical shops, 
a service building, a zinc/copper concentrator 
and a tailings pond. Langlois has a record of 
exploration success and is looking for additional 
ore bodies to fill mill.
